The Effect of Lighting Systems and Feed Restriction timing on Some Productive, Physiological

and Reproductive Traits of Japanese Quail (Coturnix japonica)

Abstract of Thesis

The current study was conducted in the field of quail to agricultural research station experiments and /
Faculty of Agriculture / University of Basra, for the period from 27/01/2014 up to 07/01/2014 and on
two periods: the first from the age of 21 days up to 42 days of age the age of the bird, and the second
period lasted for 100 days after sexual maturity for birds, use 960 chicks day-old birds Japanese quail
that have been obtained from the civil fields, and the results showed that the lighting systems and food
rationing used during the growth period in breeding quail significant effect on the performance of
productive qualities physiological and reproductive . Most recipes sacrifices have not been affected
Recipes blood and cellular Alkimahioah for quail and both sexes used lighting systems during the
breeding period and the existence of a significant effect of the overlap between the lighting systems
and food rationing schedule in the most productive qualities and physiological also found a significant

effect of the lighting systems and food rationing schedule on productivity qualities of the eggs of quail.
