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Effect of adding different levels of Date Palm Pollen to feed on some reproductive, physiological,
productive and behavioral Traits of the Japanese quail (Coturnix japonica)

Dissertation Abstract

The present study aims to investigate the effect of adding date palm pollen to feed on some
reproductive, physiological, productive and behavioral Traits of quail. During the period (1-100)
days, 240 chickens were used in one day, randomly distributed in five treatments and three
replicates (16) Per duplicate. The first treatment was free feeding, the T2, T3, T4, and T5
which was fed on a diet supplemented with the date palm pollen (250, 500, 750 and 1000
mg/kg feed respectively). The results showed a significant effect (p.< 0.05) In addition, the
date palm was added in some productive traits. It results showed a significant acceleration
of the addition of date palms in the sexual age of males and females of quail. and the
existence of moral superiority in the reproductive qualities of male and female quail bird
The results also indicated the superiority of the addition of date palms in the productivity
traits of eggs and the hatching characteristics of quail females
