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Abstract

The thesis attempts to study and analysis the political discourse
in the first Abbasid epoch 132 — 247 AH and its manifestation in
poetry , for both the Abbasid power political discourse ad the
opposition political discourse represented by the Shiite , Both
discourses used praise poetry to send the political messages The
abbasid praise , of then power , emphasized on the Abbasid right to
cease the power depending on inheritance the Khalif ( power) and
tried to support their status as honest leaders . whereas the
opposition poets , The Shiite emphasized on Imam Ali rightto be
the first Khalif after the prophet Mohammad using Imam theme as
indirect device to present their ideas , This poetry as used in political
analyzing.

Field would show that it was not only used as artistic sort , as
other artistic type , but as an instrumental political weapon with an
active function and deep content , Both discourse were common in
using rhetoric functions as repletion , sacred , and historical
resistance , etc. and they differed in other rhetoric functions as
demonstrated in their thesis.
