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Abstract

First Chapter: The preface argued the geographical location and oil
of Basrah in 1938 and the real situation of Basrah prior exploration
oil, the onset of UK interests in Iraq as well as the causes of
conflicts between UK and USA interests in this region.

Second Chapter: It is argued the period from 1938 to 1953, the
characteristics of oil privilege awarded for Basrah Oil Co.Ltd.,
stages of production oil , political and labourer events occurred in
1953 represented by the strike of Basrah Oil Co.Ltd.

Third Chapter: An attempt to incorporate for the period from 1961
to 1969 and awarding law no.80 of 1961 and the national direct
investment for oil

Fourth Chapter: Nationalization resolutions and nationalization
Basrah Oil Co.Ltd., incorporation South Oil Company, developing oil
fields and other oil installations, pipelines, conveyance lines, olil
exportation ports and terminals and increasing production.
