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Abstract

the period (14— 621AH/63 —1224 ) in Basrah city that mentioned by
Yaqut Al-Hamawi in his book "Mu'jam Al-Buldan(" Dictionary of
Countries")" .

It consists of Introduction and Preface , which addressed Biography
of Yaqut Al — Hamawi , in addition to three chapters , Conclusion ,
Appendix, Bibliography and List of References. The First chapter
showed the Geography of Basrah, Origin of its name as Basrah , It
Geographical location ,Its planning as city, Distribution of its areas ,
Its Mosques and the Palace of its government. The Second Chapter
dealt with the political situations in Basrah during three eras : The
Rashidun, The Umayyad and the Abbasid era according to Al-
Hamawi .
