This paper is about clergyman sayid Ameer Mohammad Al-Qizwini (1918-1971),
Who was born in Kuwait principality in 1918 when his father sayid Mohammad
Mehdi Al-Qizwini was the clergyman of Kuwait who was sent and assigned for that
purpose by the religious authority of Al-Najaf in 1909 Then, after another order by
the same religious authority, his father moved with his family to Basrah, south of
Irag in 1926 where he became one of its prominent clergymen. He was obliged to
leave Iraq at the end of December, 1971 to Kuwait where he died in 1994.
