President Rafsanjani has special political and economic qualifications and this is
reflected in the nature of his foreign policy after the passing off Ayatollah Khomeini
in 1989 and his endeavor to bring back connections with countries hostile to the
country, which had positive impact on the development of the country. He followed a
foreign policy described as "Hastegi", i.e. peaceful coexistence, so Iran was no
longer a confronting country depending on its ideal mottos but concentrated on a
pragmatic pro-business policy and moderation in order to achieve regional stability
and resolve regional conflicts peacefully and establishing developing ties with the
Gulf countries. All this coincided with two big important events: the collapse of the
Soviet Union(1991) and the rise of one political pole represented by USA after the
Second Gulf War(190-1991).
