Absract of thesis

The preliminaries in this study introduce the concept of rhythm and its
relation to poetic drama and the character and choices of the poet. The study, in
essence, is an analysis of rhythm in plays of Muhammad Ali Al-Khafaji. Chapter one
deals with the prosodic rhythm in his plays as far as rhyme , meter and actuation are
concerned. Chapter two is about rhythm in drama, particularly in dialogue, and the
rhythmic effect of conflict and expressive performance on the poetic drama. Chapter
three studies external rhythm and tackles topography of the poetic Plays and how
they affect the recipient. It also highlights cases of rhythmic parallelism in drama and

the rhythm of repetition in the poetic drama.
