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Amawean's age is one of the historical ages and eras in which, many
revolutions happened consequently in addition to the political movements
that appose to the amwean's politics. Among these revolutions are the
alawean revolution their loyalists represented by Al-Imam Al-Hussein
revolution, Al-Tawabeen revolution, Al-Mukhtar Al-Thaqgafi revolution, and
Zaid bin Ali revolution and that of his son Yahya. The importance of the study
lies in shedding the light on the subjective study that includes the poetic
purposes and the artistic study in terms of the language, style , and the poetic
image and music to explain the characterstics of this kind of poetry in these
revolutions.
