Abstract of Thesis :

This aims at to understand the role of the Secretary-General Dag
Hammarskjold during the period of his work as the General-secretary of
the United Nations. However, that period witnessed a number of political,
economic and social crises which contributed in promoting the career of the
General-Secretary of the United Nations from an administrative job to a
political one. Because of the large number of the events and their
complexity which Hammarskjold handled, this study is limited to deal with
Hammarskjold's role towards the Arab Middle East during the period of the
years 1956-1959. Therefore, the study embarks on the Tripartite Aggression
on Egypt in 1956 and then Hammarskjold's attitude towards the issue of
Palestinian Refugees in 1959.
