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Functional Change of Land Uses in the Central Commercial District in Basrah

Abstract of Thesis

The purpose of this thesis is to study the functional change of the land use of the central commercial area in
Basra city, where it is a local and regional dimension. It is not surprising to note the expansion of the
commercial, industrial and service functions at the expense of the residential function, which quickly
abandoned its position,

The study was divided into five chapters, which concluded that the commercial use area was continuously
increasing in the revival of Al-Ashar, Al-Zuhour, Braheh, Tamimi,

And the increase in the population census between 1977 and 2017 by an increase of nearly (3) times and
certainly need to increase the population to put pressure on the central business district, forcing them to
expand the area

As well as the area change of industrial and service uses (administrative, educational, health, leisure, religious,
transport)
