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Abstract of Thesis

The books of abbreviations are one of the seven sections of the authorship movement, which is not
the only one, and the tendency to shorten the length of the books has been shown in response to many reasons
that have been influenced by the nature of the scientific movement and the reality of the Islamic community.
In the absence of a specialized study on short books in Islamic history, this motivated him to choose him as
the subject of a master's thesis. The study is divided into four chapters. The first chapter deals with the
meaning of the abbreviation and its uses in the Holy Quran, the Noble Hadith, and in the words of the Arabs.
The second chapter highlights the historical development of the abbreviations and the reasons for its
authorship, and the fourth chapter has touched on the pros and cons of the short works.
