ABSTRACT

This research work, in essence, seeks to explore language
universals via cross-linguistic investigations. The researcher has
selected the area of 'genitives' in the colloquial English of upper
south-east England and /?idafa/ in the Arabic of Basrah , Iraq ,
building his examinations on the model initiated by Charles Fillmore's
(1968) and (1969) works on 'The Case for Case' & 'Towards a

Modern Theory of Case'.

In the first chapter of his thesis, the researcher presents the
problem and the hypothesis of his research work, and the procedures
required in addition to the definitions of terms used throughout the

work.



Then , the researcher has worked on developing the Fillmorean
model through the experimental side of the research so as to show
the similarities between English and Arabic on underlying semantico-
syntactic sentential levels adopting the Chomskyan theory of
language universals. Hence , the significance of this work stems from

its novelty of the field under investigation.

After reviewing previous literature throughout the second
chapter , the researcher has set up a modification or a re-adjustment
to the Fillmorean model in the third chapter. In addition , a unified
term has been established, viz. the ‘Attributes’ instead of the
‘genitives’ and ‘of-constructions’, in English , and the ‘constructs’,
‘annexation/ annexion’, and / ?idafa/ , in Arabic to represent the
similarities and homogeneous features, in this field, in both varieties

of English and Arabic.

Then , the researcher has set up the experimental side of the work
and applied it to well-selected data to arrive at results proving the
validity of the hypothesis , by means of a two-fold questionnaire ;
namely , the English version and the Arabic version of the
questionnaire , in the fourth chapter .The results and analyses of the
responses, stated in the fifth chapter, have shown the truthfulness of

the research hypothesis.

Conclusions have been drawn at the end of the thesis , and
recommendations and suggestions have been submitted for further
research. The most significant

conclusions , arrived at , include the new outlook towards the area of
the Attributes in activating their role cross-linguistcally from a

language universals perspective . In addition , a full treatment of the



Arab grammarians and Arabists' use of the term /?idafa/ has been
given and the traditional views have been amended. Moreover , the
Fillmorean treatments of the possessive and certain sentential
relationships have been discussed and re-adjusted. The term
Attributes has been created in this study to cover the diverse usages
of the 'genitives' and the 'constructs'(see Ch3). Semantico-syntactic
investigations in addition to macro-linguistic areas have been

illustrated in the Attributes diagram (p.70).

In regards to recommendations and suggestions , certain
important areas have been recommended and useful suggestions

have been given for further studies .
