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Abstract

The subject of the Saudi - Egyptian relations 1964-1970 is very
important topic in the history of Arabs and Middle East. The period
covered by this research are years that withessed by President
Gamal Abdel Nasser the ascend of King Faisal bin Abdul Aziz ,the
throne of Saudi Arabia, and in this period emerged the West's efforts
to get rid of Abdel Nasser and his rule philosophy and recruiting the
kingdom Saudi Arabia regime to achieve that through the conflicting
attitudes of the Yemen's Revolution in 1962, as that revolution was a
chance that the West used it, plus Israel's role in the perpetuation of
tension and anxiety in this region. This has created an atmosphere
that passed through the Saudi- Egyptian relations as they want it to
be positive for both parties. This research dealt with all the above
mentioned topics in four chapters, which ended on 1970 .
