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Abstract

The study is divided according of the events of the war and is
made up of an introduction , four chapters and conclusion .

In chapter one , the researcher reviewed the attitude of Moscow
towards the conferences that were held after the Second world war to
discuss the Korean question.

Chapter two deals with the Soviet position when the Korean war
was declared . The chapter focused mainly on two important points :
Stalin's motivation to support the military plan of Kim Il Sung to
invade south Korea in 25th of Jun , 1950.

Chapter four discusses the Soviet position concerning the
negotiation of the ceasefire the started in July 1951 particularly
Stalin's role in these negotiation till his death in 5th of March , 1953
in addition to the role of the new Soviet government in signing the
agreement of ceasefire in 27th of July , 1953 .
