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Abstract

overlap between Gnosis and other disciplines. Chapter two deals wit
The Gnostic Interpretation in which meaning is widely released
beyond the mere meanings of the linguistic utterances .It is
associated with the metaphysical meaning and with the Unseen and
the comprehensive realization(al-qalb).The Gnostic meaning is
complementary to other types of interpretations with its new
suggested meanings. Chapter three involves an epistemological
investigation of meaning: meaning is not only based on the meanings
of the utterances but is associated with a set of external
epistemological principles and mechanisms: theory of epistemology
and the apprehension of existence. The latter is considered as the
core of meaning and against which most of the Gnostic ideas are
structured including: grades of existence, grades of meaning in which
appears the monotheism ,the esoteric , the acroamatic,homonymy
meanings,the theory of the perfect man , secrecy of the Quranic
figurativity ,the theory of divine ideals , associations of meaning in
language and existence beside other notions mentioned in chapters
four and five. The study is practically concerned with the Gnostic
ideas in accordance.
