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Abstract

This study sheds light upon the texts of abbassian prose that are
marked by poetic rhythm. These texts took a period of time which
extended from second century a.h. till fifth century a.h. The study is
divided into introduction and four chapters. The introduction reviews
some of poetic concepts and old and new theorizations of this critical
term. The first chapter sheds light upon (the poetic rhythm of prose
styles in Abbassian era), so, we clarify in the first theme, the most
prominent effective factors in directing of writing and shaping of literal
work. In the second theme, we deal with the prose between oral and
writing and originating of literal intention. The third theme sheds light
upon the poetic rhythm of entitling and beginning. In the fourth
theme, we study the internal rhythm and music of the prose. In the
second chapter, we touch on the poetic rhythm of displacement of
style), so, we choose the most prominent Abbassian authors whose
texts forms a characterized imprint in Arabic literature. They could
achieve displacement at a level of writing style. The third chapter
handles the poetic rhythm of paronomasia in contents of Sofi prose.
We study the poetic rhythm of language the content in Sofi prose.
And soft soliloquy and invocation. We also study the Sofi stories and
tales, the poetic rhythm of expatriation in Sofi prose, the importance
of rhetoric and the art of figures of speech in that prose and then we
study the poetic rhythm of Sofi symbol. In the forth chapter, we shed,
light upon the poetic rhythm of text formation, so, we study in the first



theme, the poetic rhythm of narrative formation. In the third them, we
study the poetic rhythm of dramatic formation. Finally, we touch on
the results of study and research in the conclusion, so, we mention
much more concerning the poetic rhythm and its appearances in
Abbassian prose.
