The present study is a humble attempt to identify the most important features of the
ideological trends that guided the literary criticism in the field of fictionand novel, from
their very beginning up to the 20th century. It comprises three main chapters. The first
chapter represents a comparison between Arab and Western critical ideologies. While the
second chapter discusses the Iraqi fictional criticism from historical as well as
impressionistic points of view. The third and last chapter explores the textual trends and
attempts to implant the Iraqi fictional criticism. The study aims at presenting a survey to
the important tendencies that affected the Iraqi fictional criticism from the mid of the last
century up to it end, focusing on the most prominent works which motivated the
development of fictional criticism .
