This study falls into four chapters. The first chapter focuses on the
importance of the prophetic biography as contained in the narrations of Imam
Al-Sadig. The chapter was divided into two main topics; the first centered
around the way by which the prophetic biography was subjected to deformity,
distortionand misinterpretation, mentioned by many texts and historical
testimonies which showed the influence of the authoritative interferencein this
deformity. All different forms of this intervention were discussed; among these
modes was the prevention ofrecording andcommunication ofAl-Hadith.
