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Abstract of Thesis

This study dealt with Al-Takfir in Islamic thought and was divided into an introduction and four
chapters. The first chapter, entitled "The Conceptual Building of the Concept of Atonement,"
focused on the semantic research on the concept of infidelity and atonement and the
radicalism of kufr and takfir. The study also dealt with the effect of the Quranic text and
the Sunnah, The Conceptual Limits of the Concept of Atonement The study dealt with the
emergence of the concept of takfir and its development and its implications in Islamic
thought and the mobility of the concept of takfir according to different forms and concepts.
Chapter III deals with the atonement mechanisms of the Islamic sects and sects. Addressing
the atonement of Islamic sects and sects, chapter four, dealing with the effects of
atonement in Islamic thought on the political side and on the intellectual side and the
effect of atonement on the liquidation of influential elements in the historical path as
well as the social and economic effects of atonement
