Muthana governorate which is represnted by the inappropriate styles in
agriculturing the plowing , the extreme irrigation the lack of drains the
grazing of the animals the lack of winds , the floods control of the
Eupharates , the increasing in population the increasing buildings at the
expense of the agricultural lands , the action of the different kinds of
vehicles on the unpaved land.

The third chapter deals with the classification of the aspects of the
desertification and its effects and the geographical distribution in  al-
Muthana governorate such as the salty soil, the wind Erosion The
reiteration of the sand storms and the sadhills.

The fourth chapter is about the environment aspects of the proplem
of the desertification in this governorate such as the salty soil , wind
Erosion , the reiteration of the sand storms , the spread of the sandhills
on the soil, the agricultural crop, the agricultural product , the irrigation
projects , the transportation and human health.

The last chapter discusses the ways to solve the proplems of
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desertification in this governorate by arriving at the right solutions to
stop the spread of this proplem.

This study has shows that all the places in this governorate are
suffering from desertification in one way or in another . This beings
from ( 1.7%) of the area of the land then it arrives , in its extreme
degree , to ( 98.3 %) of the area of the land in this governorate . the
degree of desertification applies on the areas of Sedimentary Plain
within the governorate because it represents the agricultural side and it
becomes more as a level to the degrees of desertification which reaches
to (18.4%) of area of land in Sedimentary Plain in the governarate and
its extreme degree is to ( 81.6%) of the area of the land in Sedimentary
Plain Within the governarate. In this way , we can conclude to which
extent the soil of the governarate has sufferred in general and
especially the area of Sedimentary Plain in the governorate in
particular and all these are followed by many effects on the
environment of the governorate in general.
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
