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Abstract

In the past time the major way to spread stories and news in the society was
through conversation and this was the first attempt for story writers depending
on these conversations , so that history writers , classifiers and event writers
were depending on these stories .

People of Basrah like any other Islamic cities that had witnessed a great
ideological and cultural development , some of Basrah great sons who
comprehend its culture and science undertook the mission of collecting and
starting the first bases of culture documentation . And to show the exhausting
efforts of those great people the rising and the developments of these
historical studies , we have chosen this study .
