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Abstract

The research aims to study the phenomenon of air pollution in the
province of Babylon, by studying the variation of the concentration of air
polluting gases in the province by the number of stations that measure a
range of concentrations of gases. And study the contrast quantitative and
qualitative Air Pollution falling over the province of Babylon in 2010 by
a number of monitoring sites distributed in the province. Used for this
purpose data (the board of meteorology Iraqi Ministry of the
Environment Department of the air in the Environment Directorate in the
province of Babylon.) Study found that high concentrations polluting
gases to the air in the province due to natural causes and human, and that
the major role of the human factors of industry and transport and the
increase in population has caused increased human activities and the
amount of waste are presented to the factors contributing to increased air
pollution. The preservation of the site adjacent to a number of provinces
in the role of the arrival of many pollutants from those provinces by the
wind.
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
