This study argued the matter of Indonesia occupation for East-Timor and the
international attitude From it (1974-1976) . In Dec.7,1975, the Government of
Indonesia launched a military intervention and occupied East-Timor. In The Cold-War
era, having feared that the communist movement had infiltrated East-Timor, the United
States and its allies thus supported Indonesian military intervention in East-Timor. The
reaction of the international community was to condemn the Indonesian military
intervention of East-Timor, This study examines the different views of major countries
in the East-Timor case during the Cold War and its aftermath.
