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Abstract of thesis

The research problem is represented as queries about the possibility of adopting specific
forms of federation and preserving the unity of Irag at the same time, and about the effect and role
of geographic resources on that adoption. The main geographic problems that may hinder/appear
due to the adoption have been mentioned. To start with, the natural (location, area, shape, geology,
geomorphology, surface, soil, water, and climate) and human (size, density, and age, sex, ethnic,
and religious) resources have been mentioned. Then, the advantages and disadvantages of
federalism and the constitution article relevant to federalism, and, the views and attitudes of
different Iragi groups (those who are with and those who are against) about the application of
federalism in lIraq have been reviewed. After that, the most probably and realistically adoptable
forms have been discussed. Finally, some conclusions have been made such as that Irag owns
natural and human resources of a diversity that can have an impact on the formation of federal
units and the possibility of sustainability of the current situation as a realistic form of federalism
with the ability of forming new federal regions in the future on economic and human
characteristics bases with integration of the geographic resources.
