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Abstract of thesis:

Both continents of Europe and Asia had Witness a lot of Wars invaded their lands in
different stages Causing destruction and ruin to their peoples and the world on the levels of
properties and fatalities. Thus, European countries adopted the policy of consideration for
others. The result of the First World War (1914 — 1918) Was the breaking out of Greece —
Ottoman War Which started by Romanian invasion to Izmir in 1919 and ended in 1922.

This thesis includes an introduction, preliminary, three chapters, conclusion and several
appendixes. The preliminary chapter deals With a summary of a geographical description of
Greece and Ottoman state and the effects of their geographical positions on the conflict between
these two states (1821-1918).
