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Abstract of Thesis

This study is an attempt to probe ideological conflict in Orwell's Nineteen Eighty Four
through following certain linguistic choices depending on Barbara Johnstone's model,
which she has presented in her book 'Discourse Analysis'. The model shows the
possibility of making use of every linguistic choice in detecting ideologies on the basis
that every linguistic choice necessarily has a hidden agenda. The linguistic choices
refer to the fact that the novel is dedicated to warn the people from imminent danger,

which is the totalitarian ideology.
