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Abstract of Thesis

The present study which is entitled (Problems of Mutual Intelligibility Faced by Iraqgi English Foreign Language
Learners with the Native Speakers of English) aims at investigating the particular Problems encountered the College
fourth-year students when they are involved in an oral task with the native speakers of English. The study is
restricted to two levels: the first is the supra-segmental level; whereas the second deals with Pragmatic variables.
The study has been carried out on the fourth year students, College of Education for Human Sciences-Department
of English for the academic year 2013-2014. The researcher used the descriptive method to investigate these
problems. Finally, the study terminates with the following conclusions:

1- The Iraqi learners of English face serious problems of Intelligibility on the supra-segmental level.
2- They also face the very problem on the pragmatic level.

3- There is a correlation between the aforementioned levels as far as intelligibility problems are concerned.
