Abstract of Thesis

The study concentrates on the concepts of face, facework and politeness according
to Brown & Levinson's Politeness Theory (1978, 1987). The study explores the level
of politeness in the fictional dialogue in William Golding's novel "Lord of the flies'. It
classifies and analyzes politeness strategies during doing the face threatening
speech acts in the fictional dialogue amongst the three main protagonists of the
novel to explore the viability of this theory on literary works and to come out with
new interpretations for the novel.
