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Abstract of Thesis

This study deals with the conflict between Indonesia and Malaysia. Indonesia
opposed the formation of Malaysia union which was announced by the Prime
Minister of the Federation of Malaya Tunku Abdul Rahman 1962. This
opposition led to an indirect political and military conflict between the two
countries for a period of four years ended with the fall of Sukarno in 1966.
This conflict has coincided, with the US interest in South-East Asia which
make them adopt a major role in supporting Malaysia against Indonesia,
which has a good relationship with the Communist camp represented by the
Soviet Union and China.
