'Al Sageefah' and its political and social reflections

Abstract of thesis:

A historical study based on analysis, accumulation of evidences and conclusive approach in
research and investigation for 'Al Sageefah' which is a historical event formed the main
joint and fundamental point in the division of the nation. An event that influenced the
nation's intellectual system along with its political and social structure. The study focused
on 'Al Saqeefah’; its relation with the Goddess project; relative pre-Sageefah events, and
the death of Prophet Mohammad (Peace upon him). The study concludes that ‘Al
Sageefah' is a judgmental project which cuts across the Goddess project and does not
correspond with its parameters. This event has produced several reflections on the status
of the Islamic nation up to date.
