Recognition of English Assimilatory , Assimilated, And Resultant sounds by Advanced Iraqi Learners: A perceptual
Study

Abstract of Thesis:

The present study investigates the subjects' awareness of perceiving assimilation as an aspect of English casual
speech since they are usually taught by using slow careful speech. It attempts to check advanced Iraqi learners ability of
recognizing the three sounds involved in the process of assimilation .The results of the study showed that the subjects
recognized the resultant sound better than the other two sounds . Moreover, they recognized the three sounds in short
phrases better than their recognition in the long ones, And finally their ability of recognition increases when the
expressions are familiar to them. The conclusions provides strong confirmation for the three hypotheses . These results
necessitated some recommendations .
