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The study aims at discussing "The Role of the Shia' Men in
Administrating the Abbasid State Until the Year 334 AH / 945 AD". And
this study also reflects the stance of Ahlulbait (peace be upon them)
over the work with the unfair authority at that time through the
conditions they set to start with that authority. Besides, this study
clarifies the roles that the Shia men played in administrating Abbasid
State through administrative positions held by them, such as a ministry
and janitorial functions, writing, discipline and administration of far
states belong to the main State. The study also shows the extent of the
ideological impact on administrative performance of those men in
serving the community, and the impact of positions on them to be
dragged into power..
