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Abstract of thesis

This topic studies the political and military role of Bani Mardaneesh in Andalusia( 528 — 636
H) (1134 - 1238 AD ) that Bani Mardaneesh had established an independent emirate from (
Al-Muwahideen ) in the east of Andalusia at the late era of ( Al-Murabiteen ) by the Prince
Mohammed bin Saad who fought against them in many battles , forcing him to ally with
small Christian states in Andalusia and cooperated with them. And after his death, his sons
and brothers joined to the state of ( Al- Muwahideen )Unitarian , and took the important
positions. And in the late era of ( Al -Muwahideen ), Bani Mardaneesh returned to rebel
and founded an independent emirate in the east of Andalusia ( 626H / 1228 AD ) by the
Prince Xian bin Mardaneesh, and their emirate lasted ten years and ended with the fall of

.the city of Valencia by the Christians ( 626H / 1228 AD)
