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Abstract of Thesis

Teaching listening comprehension plays a vital role in second language learning in which it is the
basis for the future acquisition of other language skills: speaking , reading and writing. In spite of its
significant role, listening skill has long been allocated for slight attention inresearch, teaching, and
assessment.The main goal of this investigation is to shed light on the startling effect of listening skill as a
way to improve and achieve the success in oral communication. There are two tools used in the study: First,
by exploring teachers' productivity in teaching listening through conducting questionnaire for the teachers
of English at the secondary stage in Basra governorate. Second, teachers' questionnaire which was
supported by the observation checklist. The results shows that most of the secondary teachers of English

lack adequate knowledge, experience and time concerning teaching listening skill in the prescribed

curricula. , the research survey sheds light on the causes that contribute to teachers' inadequacy in teaching
listening such as insufficient time for teaching listening.
