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Abstract of Thesis

The present study aims to..

1- Measuring the level of sympathy among the public school teachers. 2- Identifying the differences in the
sympathy levels among those teachers according to the variant of gender (males or females) and the type of
classes (private or public). 3- Knowing the relationship between the sympathy level and the variant of
educational background in among those teachers. The main conclusions of the study are:

1.increasing sympathetic level in primary school teachers. 2. There are no statistical differences in
sympathetic level between teachers according to social variant (private or public school) an variant of
gender (male or female) at level (0.05). 3- There is a statistical relation between sympathy and the
academic status towards the negativity.
