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Absract of thesis
The research deals with a regional study about Suq Al-Shouk district, which is situated to the south of Thi- Qar

province. A previous about Suq Al-Shouk with its five sub-towns was not available there for, the researcher had to depend on

the field study, observation, watching the different geographical changes through and personal interviews.

The reason for the choice of subject represents the geographical significance of the study area, because it
represents an essential part of the marshes of south of Iraq in addition to its being within a part of sedimentary plateau and
the Western Hills, so the region has a significant geographical difference. The objective of the research is to identify the
human and natural characteristics of the study area and most important spatial geographical factors relationships, The
researcher mode use of the modern (GIS) geographic technology in addition to ways and statistical techniques to show the
results taken from the study and to prove the hypotheses. The Scientific necessity led to divided the reaserch into four
chapters, the first chapter dealt intake with the natural characteristics which include: the geographical location, the
geological structure, the surface, the climate, the water resources, the soil and the natural vegetation. The second chapter
dealt with the populations characteristics, while the third chapter dealt with the economic activity of the population of the
district. The fourth chapter focused on the development potential of the district which includes: health, education and
transportation services. The study has been consolidated by (49) table, (40) maps, (28) chart, in addition to illustrations. It
was obvious from study that the district depends on the water of the Euphrates river and its branches, and the levels of this
water is subject to fluctuation, and also it was obvious the high increase of the population size of the district during the
period of the study at a growth rate of 4.5%. As for agriculture. The study has shown that the area planted with date palms at
the rate of 34.5% has the first rank compared with the other crops, whereas cows has the first rank of the livestock at the
rate of 59% of the total livestock in the district. The researcher has included a number of proposals at the end of the search in
which he thinks they are the suitable solutions to deal with the problem of his research, the most important of which is to
make a rural development in the district to protect the local production from neglect, and to develop the tourist side, and to
increase the government support to farmers, The researcher hopes that he has contributed to enriching the geographical
library with a study about an important area from the areas of Iraq, and success is from God.
