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Abstract of Thesis:

The goal of this study is devoted to accomplish a psycholinguistic study that
investigates and explores the effect of text types (i.e., Argumentative and Expository
texts) and reading strategies (henceforth RSs) awareness on EFL readers. This study
depends on the three research instruments (i.e., Mokhtari (2002) MARSs scale, RC
tests which have been designed following (Anderson and Krathowl- Bloom's Revised
Taxonomy (henceforth BRT-2001) and the RSs checklist).The results of the study
demonstrate that there is a positive correlation and effect of the MARSs, RSs use, the
employed critical and creative thinking levels during the RC and students' better
performance in the RC of different texts types.
