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Multifaceted policies have been adopted by the United States of America towards the Middle
East in general, and towards Yemen in particular to protect and secure their economic and
political interests especially with respect to oil interests in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, because
of the importance of oil to Washington and its allies. Furthermore , the northern part of Yemen
represents a great strategic and military significance . Especially after the establishment of a
Marxist regime which is clearly loyal to the Soviet Union in the southern part of Yemen. Not to
mention the importance of its geographical location near one of the most important International
waterways which the United States made sure that they did not fall under the control of the
Soviet Union which leads eventually to a great threat for its economic and political interests .
