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Abstract of Thesis:

The current study is a semantico-stylistic study which is concerned with the analysis of Dylan Thomas's poetry. The investigation is built
upon Rugaiya Hasan's linguistic model of sense relations. The model is applied to ten poems of three groups of different themes.
Analysing lexical cohesion (sense relations) in terms of Ruqaiya Hasan’s Model (1989) is the first aim that the study is devoted to
achieve. Then, the study also aims to study Thomas's usage of sense relations and how they have a significant impact on the
development of the themes in the poems under study. Finally, it aims to observe whether there is any relation between the lexical
patterning and the literary analysis of the poems. To achieve these aims, the current study is built on the hypotheses that there is a
relationship between lexical patterning and the literary analysis of the poems, and sense relations could affect the ideas of Thomas's
poems. Finally, repetition and synonymy sense relations are felt to be the two most commonly used ones that have a great influence on
the development of themes. The present work consists of two parts, theoretical and practical which comprise five chapters. Chapter one
introduces the preliminary remarks of the study. Chapter two surveys the theoretical framework of the study. Chapter three provides a
survey of Rugaiya Hasan's Sense Relations model. Chapter four represents the practical part of the study. Chapter five brings up the
conclusions and suggestions for further research. The study has verified the first and the second hypotheses as the results of data analysis
confirm that there is a relation between lexical patterning and the literary analysis of the poems and sense relations affect the ideas of
Dylan Thomas's poems. The third hypothesis, however, has only been partially proved true; repetition sense relations, as hypothesized,
are the most commonly used ones which have a remarkable influence on the development of themes. Meronymy, on the other hand, as
opposed to synonymy follows repetition in being the second most commonly used kind of sense relations.
