(2016-2017) and included all stages of the educational ladder, based on a set of factors represented in the form of weights can be analyzed
by using ARC GIS to choose the appropriate ideal sites For those institutions in the city of Basra in the future. The second chapter deals
with the characteristics of the population of the city of Basrah. The third chapter also deals with three aspects of spatial distribution. For the
institutions of civic education and the analysis of distributive patterns and the most important factors that affected the distribution. The fourth
chapter included three aspects that included measuring the quantitative and qualitative efficiency and general indicators of the institutions of
the civil education. The fifth chapter included three questions. Standards idealism and comparing the current reality of the institutions of
private education and the distribution of educational institutions, civil distribution ideally fits the needs of the population and the city based on
the System (GIS) in the selection of those sites also pointed to determine the current city needs of educational services and future needs
until 2027.The study resulted in the presence of (285) educational institutions including (kindergartens, primary schools, secondary schools,
and university colleges) distributed over (42) districts out of a total of (54) neighborhood and (199) buildings that are unique in some and
duplicated in others. And the creation of an imbalanced phenomenon in the distribution of educational institutions and the selection of sites

without relying on a certain criterion and the need of the population and thus the existence of spatial and weak and far from ideal in the city

until the target year(2016-2017
