Abstract of Theses

This thesis showed his own declaration about Ja'afer Al-Hussaini's studying the
Quranic Rhetoric an throughout his three books: the styles of the meaning, the
styles of the rhetoric and the styles of syntax. He mixed both the styles of the
ancients and those of the modernists who invented a new direction for the Arabic
Rhetoric, in this direction, they collected the subjects of this Rhetoric; and they
spotted its idioms by citing so many Quranic quotations. Also, he used other
rhetorical citations represented by the speeches of the Prophet Muhammad ( pbuh)
and the sayings of Imam Ali Ibn Abi-Talib ( pbuh) as well as the immortal poetry of
the Arabs in order to serve and sustain the Quranic citation.
