And the peace treaties resulting from five defeated States in
World War 11 (Italy, Romania, Bulgaria, Hungary and Finland). The highlights of
the five peace treaties focused on political, regional, economic and military areas.
And the signing by the five countries of the peace treaties of February10, 1947. In
addition to the ratification of the five peace treaties on September 15,1947 by the
four major countries (the United States, Britain, France and the Soviet Union).
