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Abstract of Thesis

The current study thesis aims to introduce the theoretical concept of stance, as an aspect of interpersonal
meaning, into the discourse of sports and to explore the production of stance in sport press conferences. Human
beings cannot read each other's mind; however, they observe the other person's linguistic use and also express their
own mentality and subjectivity in accordance to that. It seeks to provide an account of how patterns of stance are
conveyed in such conferences. The methodology chosen for the purposes of the study is a combination of corpus-
and discourse-analytical methods. The former is drawn from the lexico-grammatical framework of stance (Biber,
Johansson, Leech, Conrad &Finegan, 1999; Biber, 2006), while the latter is drawn from appraisal theory (Martin
and White, 2005).
