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Abstract of Thesis

The study focuses on investigating characters different ideologies, perspectives and attitudes and
their dramatic developments throughout Shaw's Man and Superman. Hence, the study embarks on
Critical Discourse Analysis framework by analyzing major characters' utterances through the use of
van Leeuwen's Social Actor Representation proposed in 2008. The study is divided into two parts
which are the theoretical and practical in addition to the last chapter which lists the main
conclusions and suggests future research. The theoretical part is divided into three chapters. The
practical part is divided into four chapters. The study results show that characters are frequently
included than excluded and activated more than passivated. They are individualized, specified,
functionalized and identified, more negatively than positively appraised and they are basically

personalized than impersonalized. Hence, the study approves its hypotheses and objectives.
