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Abstract of Thesis

The study acquires its importance as Khor Al-Zubair port represents one of Iragi gates to the
external world, in addition to its considerable importance to the economics of Irag. This is because
this port is the only port that gets the ISO certificate more than once. Besides, it is regarded as the
most important industrial Iragi ports because of its geographical location; it is the only port which
is specified in exporting and importing goods.

The study depicts that Khor Al-Zubair port is of a substantial economical importance for Iraq
due to its financial incomes which reached to (59,173, 861,092) billion Iraqi dinar in 2017.

The study shows that the port undergoes many problems: these problems are; the sunken
ships, administrational problems, lack of depths, old storages, the lack of laboratories that check
goods, the lack of maintenance and recondition of ships, the lack and damages of the port
cranes, and the stoppage of transportation systems of the railways. Additionally, the study
proposes Future Research for the port to 2027, where it shows that the port will be
developed and flourished and there will be an increment as far as the coming and leaving
ships, goods and the pavements are concerned.
