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Abstract of Thesis

As aresult, the study arrived at the conclusion that natural element and human variables have
a very important role in the daily journals and car Transportation Movement in Basrah . It
showed that there is a clear relationship between the employed members, the income
quantity , and the car possession with the number of daily journals people do in a way that the
daily journals increases with the increases of other factors. Finally , the study concluded that
the design energy of street net in Basrah doesnot correlate with the number of vehicles
passing through.
