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ABSTRACT

The conclusions arrived at throughout this research- work can be
: summed up as follows

1- The State of Brightwatti Torayf is named after its founder, Torayf
who is man from Brghwatah , which is one of the tribes known as
Barbarian Massmoodah . That is , it has not been proved that Banu
Torayf people are of a Jewish origin .

2- This State , which once rose in the region of Tamsna in far Morocco
in 122A.H /739 A.D, can be consisered as the pioneer state that
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got independent apart from the Omayid forming the first truly
political independent statein the West of the Arab World .

3- The State of Banu ( sons of ) Torayf was deviant from neither Islam

nor the Islamic faith as its ruler , Salih bn Torayf who claimed to be
a prophet that founded his own independent state , claimed . On the
contrary , it was one of khawaridge ( outsiders’) States . It is
believed that khawaridge doctrines had spread throughout the
African Islamic states and it was those doctrines that formed the
very main reason for the rise of this State . The doubts that were
underlying the religion or doctrine called for by Banu Torayf were
baked by the lack of reference to it by both those who preceded the
historian , Ibn Hawkel , and those who followed him . Apart from
this , the sources that mentioned Torayf's new religion disagree a
lot as far as the identification of the founder of this new religion
was concerned .

The State of Banu Torayf was proved to be a strong state that
used to have the ambition of expansion of basically religious and
political nature. This is represented by the attempt made by the
rulers of this state to extend their rule over the areas abroad outside
the boundaries of Tmasna region moving northwards and
southwards . In addition , the power of this state was shown by its
success in the resistance of many invasions led against it for
political , economical and religious reasons . This resistance helped
the state to exist for centuries and it finally fell in the hands of Al-
Morabittin .

Despite their hostility that dominated their relations with their
neighboring states , Banu Torayf could sometimes have normal and
even friendly relations with some of those states . Those unique
trade relations were held with the states of the far African Islamic
states in particular .As far as their religious influence is concerned ,
it is proved to be very weak because of the type of the new religion
, which was wrongly claimed to be called for on their part . The
available evidence shows that the new religion is on more than a
kind of accusation raised against Banu Torayf by their religious and
political enemies .
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
