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This thesis talkies the American-Chinese relations ,1969-1973, For this period
had withessed obvious change ,represented by American policy shift towards
The People's Republic of China, from isolation policy to new aiming for
rapprochement between the two sides. In 1973, offices of Communication were
installed in Washington and Beijing as a first step on the road of establishing
diplomatic relation.

The study is of introduction, four chapters , The First chapter invershgates the
American-Chinese relations from its beginnings to 1969 . The Second Chapter
studies the American-Chinese attempts for rapprochement The Third Chapter
studies the direct Contacts between American and Chinese governments from
July 1970 To December 1971.

The Fourth Chapter studies President Richard Nixon's visit to the People's
Republic of China, and its Consequences on the American - Chinese relations,
from December 1971 to May 1973.
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
