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Abstract

Analytic and critical study to the phenomena of anxiety in
Andulusian poetry and search for its incentives in one of the Andalusian
Literary, (Murabiteen age).

The study is divided into four sections, preceded by an initiation and it
ends with conclusion and incentive of anxiety in it.
